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JeCCDO signs agreement for water
supply, sanitation, hygiene
promotion project

JeCCDO entered a project agreement with WaterAid
Ethiopia on Water Supply, Sanitation and Hygiene
Promotion (WaSH) for disadvantaged groups with a
total budget of birr 6,066,755.00, out of which
459,813.00 is a contribution from the community.

The project, which was signed on 13 April 2011, has
the objective of contributing towards the
improvement of the health condition of the target
communities, mainly women and children, through
improved WaSH services. The target communities
are Ura Kebele residents, children in five primary
schools and the Ura Kidane Mihret Church
community in Bahir Dar City Administration,
Ethiopia.

The project, which runs from April 2011 — March
2015, is expected to benefit more than 40,938 people.
Specific activities of the intervention include providing
potable water; introducing rainwater harvesting
scheme; availing sanitation facilities; hygiene
promotion; capacity development; networking and
promotion; and documentation, learning and
sharing.

Training Center in the presence of representatives
from the Bishofftu Town Administration
Education Office, Women and Children’s Affairs
Office as well as teachers and students from 17
schools included in the project.

Grant award to reach children,
guardians at risk of HIV and AIDS

JeCCDO awarded five community based
organizations with a total of birr 875,000.00 grant
to support orphan and vulnerable children (OVC)
and guardians, who are at risk of HIV and AIDS.

The project, which lasts from April 2011 -
December 2011, will benefit 500 OVC, 25-30 OVY,
and more than 100 guardians. It also aims at
capacitating CBOs through experience sharing,
income generation, project planning, networking
and linkage and reporting among others.

The Kebele 01 & 03 Residents Enat Guada Cluster
Level Association (CLA), in Debre Birhan Town,
provided support of educational materials to five
Orphan and Vulnerable Children (OVC).

A total of 51 participants composed of CBOs,
NGOs, Kebele Administration and line government
offices representatives attended the event.

Workshop on gender sensitive
modules

A four day workshop on gender sensitive modules
was organized from 4 — 7 May 2011 at JeCCDO’s
Training Center, Bishofftu. The workshop was aimed
at enriching and getting feedback on five gender
sensitive modules, which were prepared through the
support of JeCCDO/Oxfam Canada project. Besides,
the event was intended to develop Community Based
Organizations’ (CBOs)) capacity in facilitating equal
participation of men and women in the development
process.
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The modules were teemed with Poverty Analysis in
the Local Context; Leadership; Group Dynamics and
Teamwork; Project Designing and Implementation;
and Operational Planning. These modules are
expected to enhance the capacity of CBOs to engage
in development activities for the benefits of both men
and women equally.

At the end of the event, participants reflected that the
workshop employed appropriate adult learning
methods through participatory approach, locally
available training aids, role plays, drama, and group
and plenary discussion.

CBOs took part in the event.
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Child parliament speaker visits the
Netherlands

Getahun Wuletaw, 18 and
Speaker of  Hawassa
Children Parliament, visited
the Netherlands from 22-29
May 2011. The visit was
organized by the Foundation
for International Research
on Working  Children
(IREWOC) in cooperation
with the International Child
Development Initiatives
(ICDI). The aim of the
program was to bring
together seven children
engaged in the promotion of
children’s issues and give [
them the opportunity to
extend their networks, learn
from each other and experts,
validate their efforts, cross
borders and overcome
barriers.

During his stay in the
Netherlands, Getahun
attended a two-day seminar
and visited organizations
working on the promotion of
child wellbeing among
others. He also secured
2,500 Euros which will be
used to implement a
children focused project he
has designed. The fund was obtained from ICDI,
IREWOC and the Netherlands Youth and Sport
Office.

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Street boy determines to win life’s struggle

Behailu Teshome, 11, lives in Hawassa city,
270km south of Addis Ababa. His father died
some years ago. And his mother, along with his
two sisters, lives in deep poverty in Hagereselam
town, which is approximately 93km away from
Hawassa. Behailu came to Hawassa, in 2010 with
his older brother and started to make a living as
porter boy on Hawassa streets. But it did not take
Behailu long to realize that street life is hazardous
and couldn’t satisfy his needs at all.

In the past, when people asked him why he did not
go to school he used to say that he had no money
for school fees. Be that as it may, they used to tell
him that he was a bad boy for not going to school.

After a while, he was fortunate enough to hear
about JeCCDO’s Alternative Basic Child
Education School and joined it. There, he is
provided with education and educational
materials for free. His school and work are not
affecting one another. In addition, the teachers
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understand him very well. If he misses a lesson,
they do not hesitate to compensate. He ranked
first from his class in both the first and second
semesters and also wants to keep on scoring good
grades. And hence, he is not a bad boy anymore!

English is his favorite subject and he likes to play
football in the school compound where he feels
more secured. After school, he cleans a DStv
House for free. Considering his helpfulness, the
house owners provided him with a place to put his
school materials and stay the nights.

Currently, the school has started a linkage with
UK schools that Behailu hopes to make friendship
with UK students and thereby learn more about
their schooling.

In the future, he wants to be a medical doctor.
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
